This package of 4 documents constitutes my input related to Docket ID No.EPA-HQ-OAR-2009-0171

I oppose regulating CO2 as a Greenhouse gas because my personal research indicates that increasing the concentration of CO2 in the atmosphere 

· Will not cause the temperature of the atmosphere to increase

· Will not cause an increase of IR radiation at the surface

I concede that there may be other effects due to an increase of atmospheric CO2 and that regulation for those may justify regulating CO2. However, radiative forcing (as suggested by the IPCC) is not a valid reason to regulate CO2 emissions. 

In addition to this cover letter, I have included 3 supporting documents

1. A written version of my comments presented at the May 18, 2009, EPA public hearing on CO2 regulation.

2. An original theory describing how the Greenhouse effect actually works. This explains how Greenhouse gases determine the atmospheric structure by cooling the atmosphere. (The IPCC claims that they warm the atmosphere.) This theory represents a major change in the current ideas on how Greenhouse gases function.

3. A review of the Global Mean Energy Budget developed by Kiehl and Trenberth (1997) (one of the foundation theories of the IPCC documents) explaining how their data should be reinterpreted using my Greenhouse theory.
